CREATION AND GROWTH IN THE NUMBER OF TRADE UNION ORGANIZATIONS
ON COLLECTIVE FARMS OF THE BSSR (60-80'S OF THE XX™ CENT.)

The article is dedicated to the 120th anniversary of the history of the trade union movement in Belarus
and the 60th anniversary of the creation of trade union organizations on collective farms. Its examines the history
of the involvement of the collective farm peasantry in the trade union ranks. The main stages of solving this problem
are highlighted. In 1958 trade union groups were created on collective farms which included machine operators
and specialists who switched to work from machine and tractor stations. In August 1964 the Presidium
of the All-Union Central Council of Trade Unions decided to transform the trade union groups of collective farms
into primary trade union organizations, which included all machine operators and specialists. In September
1964 meetings were held in all collective farms of the BSSR, at which trade union committees were elected.
The XXV Congress of the CPSU in February 1976, noting the increased role of trade union organizations
in collective farms, recognized the need to help increase their mass character. In September 1976 the XI Plenum
of the All-Union Central Council of Trade Unions adopted a resolution according to which during 1976-1978
all interested collective farmers were accepted into the rural trade union. With the admission into its ranks
of all groups of collective farm peasantry, the trade unions turned from a public organization of workers
and employees into the most massive public organization of all workers in the country, and the trade union
of workers in the agro-industrial complex became the largest trade union in Belarus.
